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MEMORANDUM OF UNDERSTANDING
BETWEEN

Forestry Department, Nagano Prefectural Government and Faculty of Agriculture,
Shinshu University and Federal Research and Training Centre for Forests, Natural
Hazards and Landscape hereby affirm their intent to establish exchange visits and
cooperate in those fields that are of mutual benefit for both institutions. Especially in

the fields of education and research in forests and forestry.

The parties intend to promote the following measures for five years, from 14 October,
2013, to 13 October, 2018:

1. The parties will provide information on their research and training activities on a

regular basis.
2. The parties will promote exchange of education, training and research knowledge.

3. The parties will encourage exchange visits of their staff for scientific-, training-

and teaching purposes.

4. Financial arrangements for joint projects or exchange visits will be made on a
case to case basis.

Confirming the understanding of the above particulars, the parties have executed this
Memorandum of Understanding by placing their signatures thereon.
